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INTRODUCTION

The humanitarian subnational access score is a metric ACAPS developed for assessing humanitarian access. The primary objective
of ACAPS’ analysis of humanitarian access is to inform humanitarian decision makers with a summary of the access situations in
different countries (or regions) facing recent and protracted humanitarian crises.

This document outlines the structure of the subnational access score report for Ukraine. The data collectors track data at the
regional level, using publicly available sources from various local, regional, and international organisations. This data is aggregated
via subindicators, indicators, and pillars, giving each oblast the access score.

METHODOLOGY

ACAPS has identified categories to track access events (one-time events, policies, or recurrent practices) that impede humanitarian
access. We present the list of events framed under our humanitarian access analysis framework: every event belongs to a specific
subindicator, every subindicator belongs to a specific indicator, and indicators are grouped into pillars, as shown in the graph below.

SOURCES

ACAPS’ datais derived from arange of credible, publicly available sources, such as reports from international and local humanitarian
organisations, UN agencies, human rights organisations, think tanks, international and local media, social media platforms,
governments (official sites, embassies), and conversations with humanitarians in the country. Analysts and data collectors use
expert judgement to decide what data to include.

LIMITATIONS

ACAPS aims to monitor and track humanitarian access events daily. This tool presents the broad coverage of reported information
data collectors use to flag events that might affect basic service access and inform operational, strategic, and policy decision-
making. The diversity and complexity of this crisis means that certain event types may appear to fall outside of this categorisation.
The high volatility of the crisis means that data might be incomplete, and data collectors may record events with some delay.

ACAPS relies on open sources and the expert judgement of trained data collectors in selecting the most reliable sources and does
not have an operational presence in every context; this means that we cannot record every event. Data collectors have a range of
language skills, but linguistic barriers might also prevent ACAPS from identifying all the available information.

The lack of information in certain areas of Ukraine means that the access score contained in the model can be lower than expected.

RESULTS STRUCTURE

Events are available in the Ukraine Access Events Dataset, but the model results are available in CSV version and API with the
following structure. Please refer to the methodology document for a detailed explanation of the model.
