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Executive Summary

TheΨǎǳǇŜǊŎȅŎƭƻƴŜΩAmphanmade landfall on 20 May 2020 on Jammuisland in West Bengal,India and

crossedBangladeshon 20-21 May. In Bangladesh,the worst impactwasexperiencedin SatkhiraandKhulna

where the storm speed was recorded between 60- 90 KMPHwith high tidal inundation. Bargunaand

Patuakhalialso experiencedhigh tidal inundation where the storm speedwas recorded60 KMPH. As the

storm kept movingnorth, Jhenaidah, Chuadanga, Meherpur, Kushtia, Natore, Rajshahi,Naogaon,Joypurhat

were also impactedby high winds and storms. It is notable that, due to the presenceof Sundarbans,the

wind speedreducedto minimalaswell asthe tidal surgeswerenot that highasanticipated.

The Governmentof Bangladesh(GoB) prepared for the cyclonethrough the leadershipof Ministry of

DisasterManagementand Relief (MoDMR) which started with coordination meetingswith all relevant

governmentandnon-governmentstakeholdersfrom 16May. Assoonasthe cyclonegrewin intensityfrom a

ΨǾŜǊȅǎŜǾŜǊŜΩcyclonicstorm into a super cyclone,the GoBprepared 12,078 cycloneshelters in coastal

regions. As per governmentrecord more than 2.4 million people were evacuated,with the help of CPP,

BDRCS,Fire Serviceand Civil Defence(FSCD),Police,Armed Forces,and other organisations,to 14,636

permanentandtemporarysheltersin 19coastaldistrictsbeforethe cyclonehit the country'scoast.

Overall, 76 Upazilla in 19 districts were affected where 8 districts were recognisedhaving severe to
moderateimpact. Thedeath toll wasrecordedat 26 people,where 2.6 million peoplewere affected. More
than 200,000 houseswere fully or partiallydamagedalongwith more than 176,000hectaresof productive
landwith standingcropsandfish/shrimpfarmswashedaway. A largenumberof peoplelost their last resort
of livelihood, which will have broader implicationsfor on areassuchas food security,WASH,protection,
healthandeducation.

A largenumberof people lost their usualhabitat and livelihood,which may force them to adopt negative
copingmechanismriskinga potential increasein Gender-BasedViolence, child labour,childmarriage,human
trafficking. A significantnumber of the affectedpopulationare now without accessto safedrinkingwater
and sanitationfacility, which increasesthe chanceof communicablediseaseoutbreak. Apart from that the
health& nutrition serviceshavebeendisruptedandinaccessiblein manyplacesdueto lackof resources,the
loss and damage of infrastructure and facilities caused by the cyclone. Continuation of primary and
secondaryeducation is uncertain as a large number of institutions have been damagedand unable to
provideremotebasedalternativeeducation.

TheGoBhasmobilisedresourcesto support impactedcommunities. Assistanceconsistsof - cashgrants,dry
food packages,young child-specificfood, house repair items and water purification units. A coordinated
short term (03 to 06 months)humanitarianresponsewill be neededto supplementtheseefforts, primarily
to ensure that the most vulnerablecommunitiesreceive targeted humanitarianassistance. This analysis
looksat identifyingrisksfor vulnerablepopulationsdue to their geographicallocationsand socio-economic
conditions. It providesthe basisof future planning,includingwhere activitiesneed to be focused,who is
mostin needandhow the programscanbebestdelivered.

A medium to longer-term (06 to 12 months) early recoveryand reconstructioneffort will be neededto
repair of damagedinfrastructure speciallyembankments,roads, houses,sourcesof safe drinking water,
sanitationfacilitiesetc. Restorationof livelihood, rehabilitateagriculturelandcontaminatedby salinewater
andstrengthenpreparednessandcommunitysupportmechanismshouldbe prioritized. Consideringcoming
monsoonand COVID19 health crisis integrated relief and early recovery support recommendedso that
particularlypeople those compelledto live in makeshiftplacesor inundated(by seawater)housescanget
backto normallife sooner.

Ç Peoplemarginallyabovethe poverty level are likely to fall below the poverty line due to
prolongedlossof incomeandemployment.

Ç Communicablediseaseoutbreaks(e.g. Diarrhea,ARIand Skindiseases)are likely due to
pollutedwater,disruptedsanitationsystemandsalinityintrusion.

Ç Thenumberof childrensufferingfrom SevereAcuteMalnutrition (SAM)is likely to increase
includingmaternalandchildmortality.

Ç 73%SAMunitswithin healthfacilitiesarenot functioning.

Ç A large number of housesare fully or partially damaged,particularly in Satkhira,Jashore,
Khulna,Barguna,Bagerhat.

Ç 56% of displacedhouseholdsare staying with relatives or friends or on embankments
without alternativesafeplacesto shelterthemselves.

Ç 44% of the educationalinstitutions are damaged. 70% of the institutions in thesedistricts
arenot equippedto provideremote-basedalternativeeducation.

Ç The safety measures for women and girls in shelters is a concern. Protection and safety 
issues such as domestic and intimate partner violence and child exploitation are likely to 
increase and be compounded by factors such as loss of habitat, loss of income, school 
closures etc.

Early Recovery

Impacts
Å Cyclone Amphan damaged community and

householdinfrastructure; especiallyhouses,cross
drainage and secondarydykes. It also caused
further harm to the lives and livelihoods,already
constrainedby COVID-19.

ÅOver 176,000 hectares of productive land with
standing crops and fish/shrimp farms washed
away. Vastareasbecamewater-logged or discreet
islandsdue to damagedsecondarydykes, essential
roads and drainageinfrastructure, also increasing
the probability of prolonged saline water
inundation.

Å Respondentsin 99.11% of unions said that the
cycloneaffectedǇŜƻǇƭŜΩǎlivelihoodsbadly.

Á 100 unions (44.64%) reported that most people 
have lost their last resort of living/livelihood.  

Needs and Priorities
The situation calls for immediate resumption of  lifeline facilities and rehabilitation of critical infrastructure 
for saving lives and restoring livelihoods of affected communities. Recommendationsmade are:
Åmobilizing immediate support for repairing damaged infrastructure including embankments, cross 

drainage, including cleaning and decontamination of land and water-sources 
Å providing multi-purpose cash grants to meet immediate needs 
Å providing start-up grants to  small-holder business households who lost their business as a last source of 

livelihood
Å imparting cash for training on alternative livelihoods. 
Å Analysis suggests that the proper implementation of the interventions would create livelihood 

opportunities, make land and water sources saline free, and accelerate agriculture activities. Enabling 
people to return to their homes will contain further spread of COVID-19 by enabling people to maintain 
social distancing which is a challenge in shelter conditions.

died from the supercycloneAmphan. More than 2/3rd (17/26) peopledieddue
to fallen trees, while others died from boat capsize(3), flying tin (2), wall
collapse(1), stroke (1), slipping(1) and drowning (1). Seven(7) injuries were
reportedmainlyfrom fallentrees,wall collapse,andstormsurge.

Shelter

Impacts:
Å A large number of houses are fully/ partially damaged due to cyclone; 

particularly in Satkhira, Jessore, Khulna, Barguna, Bagerhat, Patuakhali, 
Bhola and Pirojpur. 

ÅWith houses damaged and destroyed, people have lost their usual  living 
space and the current living conditions (sharing space in communal 
shelters) is not sufficient to maintain reasonable social distance 
considering the COVID-19 pandemic.

ÅMany people do not have sufficient non-food items (such as bedding, 
blankets, utensils) which can  lead to health concerns for the people in 
affected districts.

Å The number of shelters is not adequate which is not sufficient to ensure 
their security and dignity.

Å Technical guideline for building a cyclone resistant house along with in-

kind and cash grant support.
Å Increasingthe number and renovating existing cyclone shelters, ensuring 

minimum standards.



COVID-19: Impact Analysis

Sexual and Reproductive Health (SRH)

Impacts
Å Due to social stigma, the fear of getting infected, and because of a 

weakened health care system as a result of the COVID-19 pandemic, more 
pregnant mothers have opted for giving birth at home.

Å Access to life-saving sexual and reproductive health (SRH), maternal and 
emergency obstetric care for women and girl has significantly decreased.

Å For women of reproductive age, pregnant mothers and girls (who already 
are some of the most vulnerable people), this can lead to an increase in 
maternal morbidity and death.

Needs and Priorities
Å Access to life-saving SRH, maternal and emergency obstetric care needs to 

be prioritized. 
Å Referral pathways need to be improved, and health facilities need to have a 

sufficient number of health care workers including midwives equipped with 
necessary medical supplies to meet the needs of the women and girls who 
are seeking health care.

Å Financial support to the women and girls who are not able to afford referral 
and treatment costs should be considered as well.

Å A significant number of the affected population are now without access 

to safe drinking water as flash floods destroyed WASH infrastructure 

and contaminated water sources

Å Repair/construction of damaged latrines/new temporary latrines for the 

most vulnerable people, including those with disabilities and elderly 

people;

Å Coordinating and monitoring community interventions in the most 

affected areas, as well as those with heightened numbers of COVID-19 

cases (in coordination with the health cluster).



Joint Needs Assessment (JNA) Methodology

Thefrequencyandnatureof cyclonicstormsare beingchangedand the natureof impactsis becomingdivers. Thecyclone
Amphanwasanticipatedasoneof the severecyclonesin decadesdue to size,path directionsandwind speeds. During,its'
journey over the Bayof Bengal,the wind velocityhasdecreasedand Sundarbanabsorbsthe utmost spellof the cyclone.
TheGovernmentof Bangladeshtook all possibleprecautionto limit the lossof livesand livelihoodsin anticipationof the
cyclone. TheNationalDisasterManagementCommittee(NDMC)led by the HonorablePrimeMinister, providedthe policy
andstrategicguidancetowardsdisasterriskreductionandemergencyresponseefforts.
TheNeedsAssessmentWorkingGrouphavecloselymonitored the cyclonesituationsincethe beginningof the signalFOUR
(by BMD)on 17 May. Its producedthree (3) anticipatoryimpactanalysisandone(1) preliminaryfindingsof KeyImmediate
Needs(KIN). TheNeedsAssessmentWorkingGroup(NAWG)led by the Departmentof DisasterManagement(DDM)and
CAREcoordinateda rapid joint assessmentof the situation in collaborationwith national authorities and partners with
presencein the most impactedareas.
The primary purposeof the assessmentis identifying the actual impact scenario, identifying immediate and mid-term
needsthrough contextualizedprimary (both GoBand field data collection)and secondaryinformation. Theprimary data
collection by individual interview as well the information from local administrations, public representatives. The
assessmentprioritized the most affected unionsin moderate to severelyaffected 8 districts. Theanalysiswasalsodone
basedon baselinesecondarypre-crisisinformation from Government(BBS)and other reliablesources. Thesector-specific
analysisdone by the respectiveclusters. The JNAassessmentdata are collected by more than 40 local, national and
internationalagenciespresenton the ground. Thedetailsmethodologyflow-chart isbelow-

ThisJointNeedsAssessmentcoversthe 8 worst affecteddistricts; Satkhira, Khulna,Jashore, Bagerhat,Pirojpur,
Barguna,BholaandPatuakhali. Most affected224unionsfrom 34Upazilaof thesedistrictswere consideredfor
the assessment. Keyinformantsat for eachunion were interviewed,and one compiledassessmentform per
unionwascompletedandusedto compilethe findings. Theassessmenttook placein the field from during24 to
25 May with findingsbeingdevelopedfrom 26-29 May includingdatacleaning,interpretation andanalysis. The
findingssharedhere representthe information givenby the key informantsat union level aswell as relevant
informationfrom GoBreport andother secondarydataprovidedby the clusters.
